Our artists are juried and we hold 9 
exhibitions a year. The gallery is closed during July, August and December. Shows run for 3 weeks with the 
opening usually on the first Sunday of the month. Gallery hours are Monday – Thursday from 11 am to 5 pm 
and Saturday from 11am to 3 pm. We are located on the second floor of the historical Faethorne House in 
Wildwood Park on Hamilton Road in Bright’s Grove.
